       Why settle for a mixture of “no-name” varieties, lack-luster performers or seed of a questionable or secondary quality?

       The diversity of varieties in Champion “Shady” will easily out-perform those shade mixes that consist primarily of the poorer performing “common” fine fescues!   
Since shade grasses are a little slower to develop and are competing with tree roots, be sure to keep well watered during the establishment period.  
A starter fertilizer is recommended – soon after seed begins to sprout.  But, for long term maintenance, too frequent fertilization will damage shade grasses.

Recommended new seeding rate – on bare, cultivated soil:

6 pounds per 1,000 square feet
