LAWN SEED MIXTURE


“Oliger’s No Mow” lawn mix is a SPECIAL USE product.  While its un-mown appearance is not unattractive, it will not match well in neighborhood situations where it might have to border alongside traditional, regularly mowed bluegrass/ryegrass “front” lawns. 

This mix is, however, well suited for many special use situations.  It is great for all types of utility areas, or lots where the property owner is looking to reduce time & maintenance costs.  It can also be used in transition areas between closely mowed turf and wooded areas.  It’s a great alternative to weedy lots!

Oliger’s “No Mow” will have great appeal for environmentally conscious individuals.  Once established, it will be drought tolerant,  require little mowing and  very little fertilizer!  

During the growing season, with normal rainfall, it will have an attractive green color.  During prolonged periods of hot dry weather, these grasses will go dormant and will lose color faster than most other cool season grasses – another reason we don’t recommend it for “front” lawn use.  This turf will however, consist of 100% permanent perennial grasses and will quickly green up and bounce back with natural rainfall.

“Oliger’s No Mow” Mix contains improved varieties of the slowest, lowest growing grasses we have to offer.  No Mow won’t look like the traditional “crew-cut” regularly mowed lawn.  Un-mowed height will top out at 8-10” and these soft, fine-bladed grasses will gracefully arch over.  No Mow can be mowed occasionally (to suit the property owner’s taste).


To keep costs lower, competitor’s similar mixtures often contain “chewings” or “creeping” red fescue types – but they simply won’t do the job this one will!
Planting:  Grows in sun or partial shade.  Like most other grasses, No Mow is not recommended for deep shade or compacted clay soils.  Fall planting is best since you have less competition from weeds that germinate in the spring.
Site Preparation:  For best results, follow the usual guidelines for killing and removing weeds, followed by thorough cultivation.  Any necessary soil improvement additives can be added prior to cultivation and will be beneficial, but not required.
Fertilizer:  Not recommended as it will only stimulate unwanted weeds and plants that are already in the soil.
Once established, if you must, traditional weed & feed products can be used, but should be used sparingly.

Mowing:  Mulching mowers are best (with a sharp blade).

Slopes:  Depending on the severity of the slope, we recommended also seeding ½ to 1 lb./1,000 sq. ft. of annual ryegrass along with the mix.  This will offer some erosion control protection until the No Mow sprouts.
First Year Care:  Be patient!  Your No Mow lawn will be slow starting and slow growing.  Unwanted weeds and grasses, however, will not.  For this reason, ONCE YOU HAVE SEEN YOUR NEW SEED SPROUTING - AND ½” TO 1” IN HEIGHT, we recommended mowing (with the blade set as high as possible) “over the top” of the new area.  This will help reduce many unwanted weeds and other grasses from getting established.  Repeat this procedure as often as necessary during the establishment season.
No Mow mix is not recommended for “over-seeding” of traditional lawns.  Its texture won’t match well and it’s slow growing characteristic will make it difficult to get established among existing grasses.


Recommended New Seeding Rate – on bare, cultivated soil:





5-6 pounds per 1,000 square feet.
